Fleming called the meeting to order at 5:45 p.m.

I. PUBLIC COMMENT – None.
II. APPROVAL OF MINUTES -  October 27, 2010 –
Motion:  Wilcox moved to approve the Minutes of October 27, 2010, as written. Paschall seconded; all present voted in favor.

III. APPOINTMENT OF RAC REPRESENTATIVES TO THE LANE AREA COMMISSION ON  TRANSPORTATION (LACT)
Fleming noted he and Barrett have both been attending the ACT meetings; and they each expressed willingness to continue serving in that capacity by serving on the LACT. Fleming noted the LACT’s first task would be to select its citizen members. He added that anyone is welcome to attend the meetings which usually take place at the ODOT office in Springfield. 

Motion:  Wilcox moved to nominate Kent Fleming as the primary representative and Sean Barrett as the alternate representative to the LACT. Paschall seconded; all present voted in favor. 

IV. DEFINE/LIST 2010 COMMITTEE ACCOMPLISHMENTS & DEVELOP 2011 WORK PLAN TO BE FILED WITH THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OFFICE 
Draft 2010 Accomplishments - Manewal distributed copies of a rough draft of “Lane County Roads Advisory Committee 2010 Accomplishments” and asked for Committee input. She explained that Mosier would then take their input and put together a final draft for their review and approval at their January meeting. 

There was a lengthy discussion comparing the 2010 Work Plan with the draft Accomplishments.  Wilcox noted he would like to see follow up on the 3rd accomplishment item regarding the issue they had agreed to forward on to the Parks Advisory Committee [April 28, 2010, Minutes, Item II, Air Pollution Presentation, MOTION: Wilcox moved to send a request to the Parks Advisory Committee for them to hear additional information about the idling impacts to Fern Ridge Lake and offer their recommendation regarding possible policy].  

The Committee requested the following wording be added to the end of the first bulleted item: “Created a cognitive map of the goals, values and desired outcomes.”  No other changes to the draft 2010 Accomplishments were suggested. 

Draft 2011 Work Plan – 
After lengthy discussion, the Committee requested the following changes to the current 2010 Work Plan to help create the draft 2011 Work Plan:
· Add a bullet, or change the wording of the first bullet, to cover their continued work on the cognitive mapping process and the evolving role of RAC  
· Add a bullet following the ODOT/STIP item stating  “Participate with the Lane Area Commission on Transportation (LACT)”
· Add a bullet stating “Stay abreast of emerging transportation design best practices”

· Change the word “Review” to “Stay abreast of” on the underground injection item
V. OTHER BUSINESS 
Public relations regarding PW’s work on fish culverts –  Wilcox referred to the October 27, 2010 Minutes, Page 2, 2nd paragraph, stating he would like to proceed with developing ways to help educate the public as to the great things Public Works is doing.  Wilcox said he had contacted someone at the Caddis Fly shop and they were excited about the possibility of having a presentation. Morgan explained how the fish culvert styles are continuously changing and some of the complications involved in the process. Discussion ensued.

Morgan suggested making a goal of March to have something done, adding that he could create a short PowerPoint presentation by then that could be taken out to see how things go. 
Project funding – Morgan summarized different grant and/or interagency cooperative projects that staff has been working on, including the Goodpasture covered bridge, 3 culverts on London Road, overlay projects, road slide projects, safety projects, etc. 
CIP Process – Morgan explained the upcoming CIP process: Staff will put together the 1st Draft CIP; RAC will review the Draft at its January meeting; after its review, RAC will authorize a release of the Draft out to the public; staff then puts the Draft on the Website, sends it to an interested-parties list, and sets a Public Hearing for February, and deliberations/recommendations in March.
