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GIFT BOXES 


A. Cut a square--by folding on diagonal and trimming excess—

     from front side of greeting card.  An average card makes a 2” box.    

     Other heavy paper can be used, too.  


B. Open, and fold on the other diagonal, open again. 



C. Fold one tip (#1) to the center.  




D. Fold in again into the center.  


E. Repeat steps D & E with the opposite tip (#2).  

F. Open and lay flat again.  

G. Repeat steps D & E & F with opposing tips (#3 & #4).  

H. Open the last fold only far enough so the folds stand

      upright to be two of the the box sides.  

I. Cut a slit along the fold line where arrows indicate, but do

 not cut into the folded layer of the stand-up sides, four cuts total.  

J. Fold the cut end flaps toward each other to meet and overlap.  
Wrap middle  tip flap up over cut ends and then down into the box so all tips 

meet in the middle.  



K. Repeat step K on other end of the box.  
This completes the top ½ of the box.  

L. Repeat all steps with the back of the card.  But fold the diagonal a bit short of edge to make the bottom square approx. ¼” smaller in width and length so when it’s finished it will fit inside the top.  
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
