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A. Use the front side of a greeting card (or practice first 

    with the back side of the greeting card) Other card stock 

    paper would work as well. 


B. Fold front side over, leaving 
approx. ½” gap.  Crease 
tightly with a fingernail.  

C. Fold gap toward center to be a flap and crease tightly. 

D. Glue flap piece to inside 
of side, so it forms a sleeve.  


E. Use an old CD or other rigid circle as an arc ruler to mark a rounded top,

trim off the edges outside the mark.  


F. Position the ruler to form a reverse arc (making a sort of football shape)

 & score with a blunt tip (closed scissors or a nail) on both sides of 

that end just rounded.  

G. Repeat steps E & F on the opposite end.  


H. Gently encourage the scored lines to fold toward each other

 and become the flaps that open and close the pillow box.  

I. Cut a finger pullout notch on the inside flap, and 

 Fold in the scored arc.  


J. Fold in the top front arc 
to close the sleeve.  

K. Attach a ribbon for hanging on a tree, if desired (Use a hole punch in one top 
corner below scored arcs).
